Report of activities carried out by UN-SPIDER RSO in Ukraine in 2011
The UN-SPIDER regional support office in Ukraine, hosted by the Space Research Institute of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine and National Space Agency of Ukraine, reported having carried out the following activities in 2011. The office developed two approaches to flood hazard mapping from satellite imagery. The corresponding maps were generated for Ukraine (Tisza river region) and Namibia (Katima Mulilo region). They are planned to be used in Namibian Sensor Web Pilot project. On a request from local authorities, the office provided rapid mapping of regions of potential deforestation in Lugansk oblast (Ukraine). The potential deforestation area is estimated at 2300 ha. International Ukrainian-Iranian workshop was held in Kiev. It was aimed to demonstrate capacities of Ukrainian RSO and to establish collaboration efforts with Iranian RSO in training activities.
